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On June 13, Lancaster native Marcie Taylor’s life took a dramatic
turn.Taylor and her family, of Shippensburg, were vacationing in North
Carolina’s Outer Banks when a logging truck crossed the center line on a
road they were traveling and struck their minivan.

The Taylor’s 31/2-year-old son, Drew, died later that day in a hospital in
Norfolk, Va., as a result of injuries sustained in the accident.

Mrs. Taylor was seriously injured. Her husband, Randy, suffered two broken
bones in his back. Their 7-year-old daughter and Mrs. Taylor’s mother were
not seriously injured.

“While our broken bones have mended, our hearts are forever broken,” Mrs.
Taylor wrote in an e-mail to the New Era.

Determined to make some good come of their tragedy, the Taylor’s have
established the Drew Michael Taylor Foundation.

The foundation will fund a $1,000 scholarship for a Lancaster Catholic
High School senior pursuing a degree in the ministry or medicine.

Mrs. Taylor, the daughter of Richard and Shirley Ditzler of Conestoga, is
a 1987 Lancaster Catholic graduate.

Acoustic guitarist Duane Slaymaker, of Strasburg, will perform in a
concert to benefit the foundation at Clipper Magazine Stadium from 2 to 5
p.m. Sunday, Oct. 22.
